Frank Phillips College - General Information
In 1946, the Borger Independent School District applied to the State Board of
Education for authority to establish a junior college.  Borger Junior College District
was created by a vote of local citizens on June 15, 1946.  Because Phillips
Petroleum Company had  extensive holdings in the Borger area, the board
requested and received permission from Frank Phillips, founder of Phillips

Petroleum, to name the college Frank
Phillips College.  The opening day for
admission of students was September
6th, 1948.

The College operated in a building built
jointly with the Borger Independent
School District and shared the facility with
Borger High School until the college
moved to its present location in 1956.

Serving primarily as a junior college, FPC offered arts and sciences courses
until 1973 when the curriculum was expanded to include vocational courses.
Since that time a number of vocational, occupational-technical, workforce
developmental and allied health programs have been added to the curriculum.
These, along with an extensive array of extended education and community service
courses, have built Frank Phillips College into a true community college.

During the seventies, FPC established off-campus sites in Canadian, Dalhart,
and Perryton, Texas, and has since expanded its offerings throughout the top
ten counties of the Texas Panhandle.  Two additional off-campus sites are located
in Sunray and Spearman, and two new facilities include the Industrial Park
Complex (1999), and the Center for Workforce Development & Emerging
Technology (2002). In 2006, FPC opened the FPC Perryton Allen Campus, a
full-service branch campus.
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Borger Community Activity Center

With a $110,000 floor
upgrade in 2002 and a
$600,000 renovation
in 2004, the Borger
Community Activity
Center is the home of
the FPC basketball
and volleyball teams.

The facility features a
new maple wood floor,
Jacuzzis, a dry sauna
and a steam room.  The facility also includes three racquetball/handball
courts, an aerobics/dance studio, two cardiovascular fitness centers, a
large free weight room and separate machine weight rooms.

The improvements continue in 2006. The 25-meter, heated indoor
swimming pool received a thorough renovation, including improvements
to the flooring, tile, and lighting, as well as new paint and fixtures.

The center is also the home for the Plainsmen coaching staff, as well as
the BCAC administrative offices. The 60,000 square foot facility offers
a wide variety of activities for both fitness and fun.



Western Junior College Athletic Conference

The Frank Phillips College sports teams compete in the WJCAC. This
is one of the premier athletic conferences in the nation. Year in and year
out the WJCAC teams are in the NJCAA National Tournament competing
for top honors. The conference has a right history of turning out the best
there is in the different sports played in the conference.

The western Junior College Athletic Conference includes the following
sports: Volleyball, Cross Country, Men’s and Women’s Basketball,
Baseball, Softball, and Golf. Many major 4 year colleges have former
WJCAC players as a part of their starting line ups. The WJCAC is
referred in the collegiate ranks as the
“Pipeline to the Big Time”.

Head Coach Guy Simmons
Coach Guy Simmons was a championship-winning
Louisiana high school coach before taking over the FPC
Baseball program nine seasons ago.

Coach Simmons earned both a Bachelors degree and a
Masters in Education at Northwestern State University
before launching his coaching career at Forrest Hill
Academy. He moved on to Bolton H. S. before settling in
at Westlake High. In his first year at Westlake, Coach
Simmons led his team to a district title, and he would go
on to take his team to the playoffs in each season of his

12-year tenure. Westlake compiled a 215-109 record under Simmons, capped
by a Louisiana state title in 1996.

Simmons has turned the FPC baseball program around. In 2005, the Plainsmen
went 33-21, the best record in school history. FPC has had six players drafted
in seven years and forty-seven players more on to four year schools during
Simmons’ tenure, with John Russ being the highest-drafted player under
Simmons, going to the Chicago White Sox in the 8th round of the MLB draft.

He is an accomplished clinic speaker on both hitting and pitching. He has been
a clinician at the ABCA, BCA on the national level. Simmons has also spoken at
various state associations, including Louisiana, Texas, Oklahoma, Ohio and
Missouri. He has two videos produced by Coaches Choice entitled “Hitting: The
Six Ball Theory” and “Pitching: A Mechanical Approach to Developing Control.”

Assistant Coach David Gomez
David Gomez comes to FPC from conference foe New
Mexico Military Institute, where he was an assistant coach
and recruiting coordinator. At NMMI, Coach Gomez’s
teams broke the school record for wins three years in a
row. He also produced three Academic All-Americans and
two Texas/New Mexico All-Stars.

Coach Gomez began his college baseball career at NMMI
where he was a starting left-handed pitcher/outfielder and
co-captain. After graduating from NMMI, David went to
Southern University where he played under 13 - time

SWAC champion Roger Cador.

David graduated from South Lafourche High School in Cut Off, Louisiana, where
he was a three-sport athlete (baseball, basketball, and football) who earned All-
Region and All-Parish honors in baseball.

David has his BA in Communications from Louisiana State, his Associate’s
degree from NMMI, and is currently working on his Master’s degree in Sports
Administration at New Mexico Highlands University.
