1. Complete the General Scholarshipgication in the center of this publicatioddi-
tional scholarship applications can be obtained in the Office of Student Finan
Services and via the Frank Phillips College websifigctt.edu/ScholarshipsCom-
pleted application forms must be on file in the Student Financial Services Office
March 27th.

2. Carefully complete the scholarship application, answering all questions.

3. Scholarship applicants must be eligible for admission to the college in accordance\
existing policies found in the admission section of R Catalog

4. Scholarship applicants are required to make application for financial aid in the Off
of Student Financial Services. Since federal and state financial aid programs are
able only to U.S. citizens, this requirement does not apply to international students

5. Dorm scholarship applicants must have a completed application for Housing & Fc
Service on file in the Student Services Office and are required to have paid the hous
deposit.

6. High school seniors must submit a current transcript of all high school courses a
grades attached to the scholarship application.
